She recently completed a million-dollar remodeling 
project in Hawaii incorporating formaldehyde free insulation, energy-saving Low-E glass windows, 
natural cork and stone flooring, paint with no volatile compounds, and efficient LED lighting.  
 
Bodinus, who plans to launch a line of exclusively designed non-toxic upholstered furniture and 
100% woven bamboo rugs next year, says her company’s mission is two-fold. “One is to create 
beautiful, natural environments that benefit the inhabitants of a space and the planet,” she says.
